
PARTS 7 – 10

Hrothgar welcomes Beowulf into his court, explaining the peace between the Danes and Edgetho. Edgetho killed Hathlaf, causing a fued and his own exile.

· Lines 457-462, Pg. 37 “Beowulf you’ve come to us… turned him away.”

Hrothgar offers gold as a peace offering to the Wulflings and Geats and only then were the Danes at peace.

· The Geatish line is now in debt to the Danish Court, hence why Beowulf travels immediately to Denmark to rid Herot of Grendel.

Hrothgar laments Grendel’s massacres in Herot and tells Beowulf how many men he has lost. “Dear Lord” stop the madness. His men are lacking success and prays for Beowulf’s bravery and success in slaying the monster. They drink in rejoice.

· Lines 480 – 488. Contrast of Light and Dark, The mean hall “glitters” but Grendel and his bloody raids are associated with Darkness. Warriors face the darkness and evil, but only blood remains in the daylight.
Unferth, jealous, accuses Beowulf of vanity and pride. He then tells the swimming story of Beowulf’s loss to Brecca and says Beowulf’s luck will change with Grendel.

· Lines 533-543, Pg. 40 “But the truth…. Match for mine” Epic Hero
Beowulf brushes off his words and talks about slaying a monster of the sea and fought off an entire group of them until he reached land. The sun, “GODS bright beacon”, showed him Finnish soil after he had killed 9 monsters.
· Beowulf is given supernatural abilities; however, he still needs assistance from his sword or mail. He’s Human, not immortal.
· Lines 551-588, Pg. 40 “My mail shirt…lifeless in the sea.” Foreshadows his battle with Grendel.
· Lines 569-574, Pg. 41 “God… themselves” During his battle with the nine sea monsters, he references fate, Wyrd, the pagan word for god, and how they assisted him. “Fate let me find its heart with my sword”

Beowulf reveals that Unferth murdered his brothers to acquire power in the Danish court. Unferth will “suffer hell’s fire... forever tormented” for his actions. Grendel’s attacks on the Danes’ are then blamed on them as a consequence for their acts of respiral against one another. It’s partially their fault. Welthow, Hrothgars Queen, thanks GOD that Beowulf has arrived to save her people from Grendel. Beowulf is willing to sacrifice his life to end the curse.
· Welthow pours the mead into jeweled cups from the Danish kingdom. This signifies the Geatish warriors’ allegiance to the Danish, Beowulf then invokes a promise.
· Lines 632-638, Pg. 43

Hrothgar declares that if Beowulf beats Grendel, they’ll fill his ship with treasure and Hrothgar will be in debt to the Geats.

Beowulf then strips of his armor, sword, and mail to prepare for Grendel. He is firm with the Lord’s presence and brave.
· Beowulf doesn’t need weapons. This elevates him above the rest. Grendel does not either, giving Beowulf monstrous qualities. Beowulf, unlike Grendel, and like a Human being, places faith in god.
· Lines 677-687, Pg. 44 “Grendel is no… whom he chooses.” Epic Hero.
